From Officer Denise Gomez, Community Resource
Officer; Denver Police Department:

During the summertime bike vs. motor vehicle
accidents are always a concern. I get it! It is so fun
to go fast and feel the wind in your face! Just
remember this:

-Bicycles are considered vehicles under chapter 54 of
the Denver Revised Municipal Code and have all the
duties that apply to motorized vehicles, including but
not limited to obeying traffic signals and stop signs.

-Bicyclists are prohibited from using sidewalks
unless the sidewalk is part of a designated bike route,
they are within one block of preparing to mount/
dismount at parking (6 mph) or are engaged in
delivering newspapers.

-At night, bicycles should be equipped with a front
white light visible to 500 feet and a rear red reflector
visible when illuminated by head lights to 600 feet.

NW Denver COP Shops - A home burglary occurs
every 15 seconds in the United States. Sometimes, in
Denver, it seems like every 5 seconds. Your goal in
securing your home is to make it both unappealing
and hard for a potential thief.

1. Get a Home Security Check: A good place to start
is to contact your Community Resource Officers in
District 1 to conduct a Crime Prevention Through
Environmental Design (CPTED) of your home and
property. They can give you tips on ways to protect
and secure your property.

2. Have Visible Window & Door Locks: Burglars get
into your home via the door or window, so providing
a first-line deterrent like visible (and sturdy) locks is
a step toward security.

3. Always Lock Your Doors (including your garage
doors): At the last Citizen’s Advisory Group (CAG)
meeting Commander Pazen commented on the
number of open garage doors that his officers had
observed during their patrols. You should lock your
doors even when you are home. If you want to keep
your doors open in warmer weather you should have
a good lock on your screen doors and use them.

4. Install an Alarm: A home alarm system is one of
the top ways to deter burglars from targeting your
home. In Denver, you will also need an alarm permit.

5. Install Security Cameras: Cameras, even good
quality fakes, provide a level of deterrence. If you are
away from home for extended periods you should
invest in a system that records day and night activity
over several days.

6. Motion Activated Lights: Illuminate shadowed
part of your home and access points with motion-
activated floodlights. Use flood lights for the widest
viewing areas

7. Strong Doors: Almost 70% of burglars enter your
home through a door. Install thick, solid wood doors
that will be hard to kick in. If there is a window in the
door make sure there is a
